Demonstrates a physical 
act of valor (Heimlich, 
CPR, first aid, rescuing 
from fire or water peril). 
Serves as an inspirational 
role model for the 
organization and the 
community. 
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Good Deed Award 
May be a Junior Auxiliary 
member or someone 
eligible for membership, 
but eligibility is not 
necessary for 
consideration. 
Donates time and/or 
money for a worthy cause 
(such as troop support, 
raising money to help 
homeless veterans, a food 
drive, etc.) 
 
Let me know if you have 
someone in mind. 
 
I also want to introduce 
the AEF. The Auxiliary 
Emergency Fund (AEF) is 
a national grant assistance 
program that provides 
temporary emergency 
assistance to eligible 
members of the American 
Legion Auxiliary who 
have endured a significant 
financial setback as the 
result of an act of nature 
or other personal crisis. 
 
BASIC CRITERIA FOR 
QUALIFICATION: 
 
The applicant must be an 
American Legion 
Auxiliary (ALA) member. 
Applicant must have 
maintained ALA 
membership for three 
consecutive years (the 

current year and 
immediate past two 
years). One grant per 
grantee in a 12-month 
period will be awarded. 
Applicant must have 
exhausted all other 
financial options and be 
able to provide past due 
bills. 
 
An Auxiliary Emergency 
Fund grant may provide 
temporary assistance to 
eligible members during a 
time of financial crisis 
when no other source of 
aid is readily available to 
pay for shelter, food, and 
utilities. 
 
Grants may be awarded 
up to $2,400 with the 
intent is to help members 
who have suffered a 
financial setback and offer 
a helping hand until 
financial stability is 
reestablished. Assistance 
will not be granted to pay 
medical expenses or credit 
card debt.
